Formatting Rules for Articles

To Be Submitted to the

“Vestnik Tomskogo Universiteta. Matematica i Mekhankia”

(Tomsk University Herald. Mathematics and Mechanics)

The editors will accept articles typed in the WinWord text editor (A4 Page Format). The articles must be presented in electronic and printed forms. Illustrations (pictures, tables, graphs, diagrams, et al.) shall be submitted in additional files contained in the author’s electronic folder.

In the beginning of the article the authors must specify the UDK number, as well as (each on a separate line): 1) author’s initials and last name, 2) article title, 3) its short summary  (up to 50 words).4) keywords. The annotation shall be in italics, separated from the rest of the text by an empty line before and after. The keywords are placed similarly after the annotation.

The text shall be typed with “Times New Roman” font, font size – 10 points, line spacing - single, margins (all) – 2 cm, paragraph first line indent – 0.5 cm. The pages shall be numbered consecutively in the whole document, starting with 1. Page number is placed in the bottom center of the page. Greek letters are typed only using regular font (not italic!). Bibliographical references when citing several sources: [1 – 3]. Referencing several formulae simultaneously: (1) – (3). Hyphen is rendered as "-"(no spaces), dash and the minus sign are rendered identically as " – " (with spaces). Use "Ctrl" + "–" in the latter case(on the right side of the keyboard).

When using additional fonts, these fonts must be submitted to the editors in the author’s electronic folder.

The list of bibliographical references is put after the article text, numbered (starting with number one, in order of quotation), and is preceded by the word “Bibliography” («Литература»).

Overall the author formats and submits 1 electronic and 1 paper document, that contains:

1) the text of the article with summary in Russian; 2) English version of initials, author’s last name, article name and annotation; keywords and bibliography in English 3) information about the author. If the article does not require appendices such as pictures, tables, etc., all the information may be put in a single file. If additional files are present, please put them in a folder and archive it.

Information about the author shall contain:

– last name, first name, middle name (no abbreviations);

– scientific degree and scientific title

– job title and place of work/study 

– name, job title and place of work of the scientific mentor (for students, aspirants);

– contact information (paper mail address, e-mail, telephones). 

The article and the information about the author shall be verified by the author’s signature.

The file or folder submitted to the editors shall be named after the author’s last name.

The authors from other cities and employees of other Tomsk colleges shall submit to the editors an accompanying letter with request to publish in the magazine, stamped by the official seal of their organization.

For the articles on mechanics one must submit an expert opinion on the possibility of publication in public press.

The articles are subject to a mandatory review. The author may contact a reviewer (a specialist in the relevant field of science with a scientific degree)  on his/her own.

The details on the formatting of articles containing formulae are given in the AUTHORS’ MEMO.
AUTHOR’S MEMO

Formatting the articles for the magazine

"Vestnik TGU. Matematika and Mekhanika"

(Tomk State University Herald. Mathematics and Mechanics)

When typing formulae:

All notional symbols and simple forumlae, shall be inserted into text from the keyboard, AND NOT USING THE FORM EDITOR. 

For example:
Variables: 
а, b, c ....

Formulae:
a(x), cos(x), log2(x)...    

Simple formulae: 
а2 + 2b2 + c2 = 0

NOTE: 

ONLY VARIABLES (LATIN CHARACTERS) are rendered in italics 

Greek letters – in regular font
Standard functions – sin, div, lim et al.. – in regular font,

Digits, arithmetic symbols, parentheses, punctuation marks – IN REGULAR FONT ONLY!

Greek letters and special characters shall be inserted into the text via the “insert symbol” command (button ( on the panel)

Super- and subscripts also could be done in the text!!! There are special buttons that serve this purpose, and if they are not present on the panel, they could be put there via menu: 

«Tools» – «Customize» – «Commands» – «Format» – «Superscript » (drag)

When typing a formula without formula editor use where necessary non-breaking spaces, that are entered by simultaneously pressing "Ctrl" + "Shift"+"space".

Well-known sets N, Z, Q, R, С, as well as vectors and matrices are typed (for consistency) in bold font. When using this symbols inside MathType 5.0 or Microsoft Equation 3.0 apply to them style “matrix-vector” as opposed to “text” or “math”.

The “text” style in the formula editor shall by applied ONLY TO THE WORDS OF TEXT.

DO NOT make a formula out of several parts typed with different editors: Equation + text+ Equation...

THE MAIN GOAL IS TO REDUCE THE NUMBER OF «Equation» OBJECTS!!!!!!
